> Once 1% priority enrolments have been processed any vacancies will be offered to
children attending Metella Road Public School.

» Any remaining places will be allocated to children living within the local area.
(Places will be allocated as per Department of Family and Community Services
guidelines.)

Fees

> Daily fees: - $42.00 per child / Child Care Benefits available.

> Under the new Child Care Management System the centre will only be able to
reduce your fees once a Formal Enrolment has been accepted by DEEWR, and the
family has been assessed by FAO for fee reduction.
